Cascading Style Sheet

CSS is designed to enable the separation of presentation(styles) and content.
This separation can also enable multiple web pages to share the same formatting by a separate .css file.
CSS also makes it feasible to present the same web page in different styles for different types of devices.
More than one style rule may match a particular element, but only one is applied according to a priority scheme.  So it is named cascading.
